Extra Equipment 
• 7L Systema container.  It needs to be this specific container as 

the dimensions for this are very close to 200mm x 333mm 

(which is 1/5th metre x 1/3rd metre).   
 

The students will be working out how many containers it 

requires to make 1m2, so having a container size that divides 

into 1m makes the maths much simpler. 
 

• Stopwatch. 

• Icecream container lid (or equivalent).
